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To achieve this Award, the Scout needs to complete activities in these two areas: 
 

Examples are provided below, but other activities can also be included 
Area 1 - Make International Contact 
Make contact with Scouts from a 
country outside the UK 
 
This can be done a number of ways, 
for example through a residential 
experience, the Internet, pen pals, 
JOTA or JOTI. The Scout must then 
take part in an activity with their 
Patrol or Troop. This activity must be 
based on what the Scout has found 
out from their international contact. 
The activity might take place at a 
residential experience or during a 
Troop meeting. It might directly 
involve Scouts from another country, 
or might be after their contact.

For this area the Scout must choose two issues. Issues might include:
